 ANAPHYLAXIS AWARENES S 
This week we have put up some 

information posters around the 
school to alert everyone to the 

subject of anaphylaxis.  
 

Anaphylaxis is the most severe form 
of allergic reaction and is potentially 
life threatening . We have a number 

of students right across the school 
who can have severe or life 

threatening reactions to a variety of 

triggers. Photos and information of 
every student who fall under this 

category are placed in each 
classroom and specialist area.  
 

All students have an action plan and 

epi-pens are placed in a secure and 

central location. At the beginning of 
each year all staff undertake epi-pen 

training in case of an anaphylaxis 
emergency at our school. Teachers 

monitor all students at eating times 

and we constantly review the items 
on sale at the canteen and other 

products in use around the school.  
 

All of these students are also very 
good at knowing what they should 

eat or touch but we can all help them 

by limiting the types of food 
(especially any nut products) that 

you allow your own child to bring to 
school. Anaphylaxis is becoming a 

more common problem in schools 
and our society.  
 

Thank you for your assistance with 

this matter in helping to ensure the 

continued well being and safety of all 
our students. 
 

Some points that we reinforce with 

our students are:  
¶ Always take all allergies seriously. 
¶ Donôt share your food with 

friends. 
¶ Wash your hands before and after 

eating. 

¶ Know what your friends are 

allergic to. 
¶ If an allergic school mate 

b e c o m e s  s i c k ,  g e t  h e l p 
immediately. 

 
Some signs and symptoms of 

anaphylaxis are: 
¶ Skin thatôs bumpy, red and itchy 
¶ Swelling of the face, lips and eyes 
¶ Vomiting 
¶ Difficulty with breathing

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HEAD LICE  

As the weather starts to warm up we often see an increase in the occurrence of head lice. We have had a number of 
cases of head lice reported right across the school over the last few weeks. The Department of Human Services 

(DHS) website provides useful resources for schools and parents regarding head lice. Information found in the 
Scratching for Answers information kits, including the Treating and Controlling Head Lice pamphlet can be obtained 

from: http://www.health.vic.gov.au/headlice/  
  

¶ Head lice have been around for many thousands of years. Anyone can get head lice and given the chance head 

lice move from head to head without discrimination.  

¶   

¶ Head lice can crawl and hide. The easiest and most effective way to find them is to follow these steps:  

¶ Comb any type of hair conditioner on to dry, brushed (detangled) hair. This stuns the lice and makes it difficult 

for them to grip the hair and crawl around.  

¶ Now comb sections of the hair with a fine tooth, head lice comb  

¶ Wipe the conditioner from the comb onto a paper towel or tissue  

¶ Look on the tissue and on the comb for lice and eggs 

¶ Repeat the combing for every part of the head at least 4 or 5 times  

If lice or eggs are found, then the childôs hair should be treated. Head lice eggs are small (the size of a pinhead) and 

oval. A live egg will ñpopò when squashed between fingernails. Remember, children should not be sent back to 
school until their hair has been treated.  
  

When treating head lice you should:  

¶ Concentrate on the head 

¶ No treatment kills all of the eggs so treatment must involve two applications seven days apart  

¶ If you are using lotions, apply the product to dry hair  

¶ There is no need to treat the whole family, unless they also have head lice.  

¶ Only the pillowcase requires specific laundering; either wash it in hot water (at least 60 degrees centigrade) 

and dry it using a clothes dryer on the hot or warm setting.  
  

There is no product available that prevents head lice. Using the conditioner and comb method once a week will hep 

you detect any head lice early and minimise the problem. Tying back long hair can prevent the spread of head lice.  
 

It is important that everyone regularly monitors their childôs hair and immediately treat the infected 
hair otherwise infestation will continue to occur.  Please report any infestation to your class teacher. Mrs 

Lynda Gould will conduct head checks of all students who have been given permission and letters are sent home to 

all families of that grade when lice are found. Remember children should not be returned to school until 
treatment has been undertaken.

I NSTALMENT  TWO  
The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is provided to 
assist eligible families with the costs associated with the 
education of their children.  To be eligible for receipt of the 
EMA you must: 

§ be either a parent or guardian of a primary or secondary 

school student up to the age of sixteen; and  

§ be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension, 

allowance or benefit within the meaning of the State 
Concessions Act 2004 or  be a Veterans Affairs (TPI) 
pensioner or  be a foster parent.  

 

The second instalment of the Education Maintenance 
Allowance (EMA) payment is due from mid-August onwards 
for those parents/guardians who have chosen the EFT 
payment option on their application form at the start of the 
year. 
 

Parents and guardians who lodged an EMA 
application at the beginning of the year do not need 
to lodge another EMA application to receive the 
second instalment EMA payment.  
 

Any parent/guardian wishing to change from a cheque 
payment to an EFT payment will need to submit a new 
application form to the school for processing. All 
Applications close on 7 August 2009 . 
 

Parents/guardians who have chosen the cheque payment 
option will receive their payment from late August / early 
September.
