Welcome back everyone to what
promises to be another very busy
and exciting term.

BUILDING WORKS

All schools that chose to take the set

templates as part of the Federal

Government ds Bui l
Revolution have been given the go

ahead as part of the Round 1 and 2

announcements.

At Chatham, we have put forward
our own case to enable us to choose
our architect and design to match our
existing buildings and minimise the
loss of playground space. None of the
specified templates would fit into our
school grounds or match our
requirements. Our proposed design is
for a new 2 storey construction
placed on the current Prep portable
site at the western end of the oval in
line with the current cricket nets. The
new building will allow us to
eventually get rid of all the portables
and reclaim some of the oval for
playing space. It is anticipated that
this project will be sent to the
Federal Government by the end of
July for approval as part of the Stage
3 projects.

The necessary documents and
drawings are currently being drawn
up by our architect. As soon as the
announcement is made by the
Federal Government we will be ready
to go to tender. Under Federal
Government guidelines the builders
have to be on site by September 30"
this year.

The quick processes and short
timelines have been very rushed and
fast tracked denying us very little
time for consultation, community
discussions and detailed planning.
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My aim, throughout this whole
process has been to deliver us with
the best possible outcome for the
money that we have received. Our
$2.3 million was certainly a bonus as
we have already had our school
upgraded with 3 stages of new
building works and | was never ever
expecting any more building funds to
come our way. This new money is
certainly a big bonus and will
hopefully deliver us a facility that will
enable us to say goodbye to some
very old portables.

MAINTENANCE PROJECTS
Through other Federal Government
Grants to kick start the economy we
have been able to install a new fence
along Banool Road. The existing
fence was certainly in a bad state of
disrepair. The new fence was
designed to match the existing
fences at both ends of the street and
has included new double gates onto
the asphalt area and a new
pedestrian gate with lock opposite
the hall entrance.

Some landscaping has been carried
out that includes some retaining walls

and a new garden bed area to keep
all debris away from the bottom of

the fence and to create a barrier to

discourage students from getting too

close to the fence.

Thank you to Adam Mclnnes (Reef
1H), Craig Longmuir (Ben 1H) and
Ben Abishara (Julius 2C) for all their
hard work in organising the fence
and creating these new garden
areas.
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The remainder of this Federal money
will be used to re-surface the school
oval and to undertake some
refurbishment of the student toilets.

SOLAR IN SCHOOLS PRO GRAM

On Monday we had some new solar
panels installed on the northern roof
of the main building. These 12
panels will provide us with a limited
supply of electricity replacement, but
are a start in making us a more
sustainable school. They will also be
a great source of educating our
students in how solar panels work

and in monitoring our electricity
consumption.

SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT
All of these new items listed above are only a small way that the school continually strives to improve.

The school always aims to improve the quality of education it provides our students. Teachers are constantly
undertaking relevant professional development to update their knowledge and skills and to provide the students with
innovative approaches to teaching and learning.

We continually monitor, analyse and reflect on student achievement data and actively put in place a variety of
approaches to meet the needs of our students. The s
Plan set out our goals and priorities for teaching and learning in relation to student achievement, student
engagement & wellbeing and student pathways & transitions.

We are very fortunate at Chatham as the students are highly motivated and come to school ready to learn, we have
a very supportive and interested parent community and dedicated and professional teachers and support staff. We
believe that we all work together well to provide stimulating, varied and interesting programs for our students. In
saying this, we also understand that we are not perfect. There are always areas that can be improved. As a teaching
staff we have clear directions and understandings of where we are heading and of areas where we need further
professional learning. We always strive for continual improvement in everything that we do.

The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) g

provided to assist eligible families with the costs

associated with the education of their children. To be
eligible for receipt of the EMA you must:

8§ Dbe either a parent or guardian of a primary or
secondary school student up to the age of sixteen;
and

§ be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension,
allowance or benefit within the meaning of the State
Concessions Act 2004or be a Veterans Affairs (TPI)
pensioner or be a foster parent.

The second instalment of the Education Maintenance
Allowance (EMA) payment is due from mid-August
onwards for those parents/guardians who have
chosen the EFT payment option on their application
form at the start of the year.

Parents and guardians who lodged an EMA
application at the beginning of the year do not
need to lodge another EMA application to
receive the second instalment EMA payment.

Any parent/guardian wishing to change from a
cheque payment to an EFT payment will need to
submit a new application form to the school for
processing. All Applications close on7 August 2009

Parents/guardians who have chosen the cheque
payment option will receive their payment from late
August / early September.
