Many prospective parents ask about
how we cater for children at risk or
those that may need some extension
with their work. The art of teaching is
to cater for each child as an
individual 7 to challenge them and to
provide that extra assistance when
needed. At Chatham teachers will
extend their students sideways rather
than upwards and work with each
child in more depth if they are finding
things difficult.

Out of the classroom, we have Leslie
Siebentritt who works with Year 1

students on a one to one basis in
Reading Recovery. As well as
teaching Japanese, Cathie Bradford
also works with many of these
Reading Recovery students in Year 2
to ensure that their momentum in

reading continues. Sarah Childs
assists in Year 6 classrooms as well
as all her music commitments and
Elaine Cobain works with individual
and small groups of students who
need some extra assistance in Years
3,4,5&6.

Currently we have a number of
students from Years 2 to 6
participating in Chess Club. We have
Extension Art and many opportunities
for talented students to be extended
in the specialist areas of Music,
Japanese and Physical Education.

In the second half of the year we
have a number of teachers running

some special programs for our
students. John Wennan will be
running a Trivia Challenge for

students in Years 4, 5 & 6. Chris
Scott, Cathie Bradford, Leslie
Siebenrtitt and Lisa Gilbert are
organising a Day of the Notables
program for students in Year 3.
