A VISIT BY SCOTT ROB ERTSON, 

OLYMPIC DIVER AND PA ST 

PUPIL AT CHATHAM  

We were fortunate to have Scott 

Robertson, a past pupil from 

Chatham, come to talk to us at 

Assembly and to share with us what 

it was like to participate in the 

Olympics at Beijing. Scott now 

resides in Brisbane so he can 

continue to train with the Australian 

Institute of Sport, although his 

parents still live in our 

neighbourhood. He talked to the 

children about the sacrifices 

necessary to compete at such an elite 

level, the travel he has done, his 

resilience in coping with setbacks 

such as injuries and the successes he 

has had at National Championships, 

the Commonwealth Games and the 

Olympics. He later talked to the Year 

6 students.  

 

A strong message that came across 

from this talk was that he has never 

considered himself to be an 

outstanding athlete and that he has 

achieved his results through 

dedication and training. Other gifted 

athletes he knew, especially in his 

secondary years, who had 

outstanding ability have not achieved 

at the same level because they were 

not prepared to put the work in and 

make the sacrifices required to be 

competitive at this elite level. We 

thank Scott for taking the time to talk 

to us and for his interesting and 

valuable presentation.

We have also purchased eight new 

fruit trees. This selection includes 

apple, orange, mandarin and lime 
trees. The year 5ôs will help Sue 

Doherty plant these this week. 
Thanks to Dean Ireland for 

organising the purchase of these 
trees which we intend to plant 

behind the play equipment along 

the back of the oval.  
 

If you have a spare moment please 
go down and look at the vegetable 

garden down the back of the oval. 

It looks fantastic with beans, 
beetroot, leeks, onions, potatoes, 

peas and herbs growing at a great 
rate. We are using our own 

compost to give the plants an extra 

boost. Students help water these 
plants and weed the garden at 

lunch times.
