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DURING THE HOLIDAYS 

Over the next couple of weeks while the children arenôt 
here there will be some works undertaken around the 

school. The carpet in 1TC and 2C is being replaced. 
These classrooms will be in use for another year at 

least while the building is taking place. Unfortunately 

the carpet is past its ñuse byò date so we are replacing 
it with a cheap and cheerful one. We thought of a mat 

but there were safety issues involved. With the help of 
parents I will be putting the furniture back in on the 

Friday before school starts. We have already started to 
pack up these rooms and will move most of the 

furniture out tomorrow.  
 

As part of the Solar School Project, water tanks will 

arrive at the school tomorrow. The foundations for 
them have been laid this week and they will be 

connected during the holidays. The water gathered will 
be used to flush the toilets. One of the drinking troughs 

will stay and one will be relocated around the corner 
next to the girlôs toilets. The taps in the troughs will be 

replaced with drinking taps so that although we will 

have one less trough we will still have the same number 
of drinking taps. Students will also be able to use the 

drinking taps opposite the uniform shop as they will 
stay. 

 

NAPLAN 
We are sending the National Assessment Program 

Literacy and Numeracy individual student test results 
home tomorrow with your children. This test was 

administered to all students in Years 3, 5 7 and 9 in 

schools across Australia. The report tells you how your 
child is performing compared to:  
 

¶ other  Australian students 

¶ the average score on the NAPLAN tests and  

¶ the range of achievement for the middle 60% of 

students in Australia. 
 

The NAPLAN assessment tasks measure student 

achievement in reading, writing and language 
conventions such as grammar and spelling. The 

Numeracy tasks measure student achievement in 
number, function and pattern, measurement, chance 

and data and space. 
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NAPLAN CONTôD 

NAPLAN results add value to teacher assessment and reporting by showing how our student achievement compares 
to a wider group of students across the state and nationally. However, it is very important to remember that the 

results reflect each studentôs performance only on that given day, which was back at the beginning of May. The 
NAPLAN results therefore provide a snapshot of what each child can do on a particular day in relation to these 

specific tests. They are used by class teachers in conjunction with all the other assessments done on a regular basis 

to provide a detailed picture of each individual childôs progress over the year. 
 

If you have any queries arising from the report, please make an appointment to see me, Bronwyn Orr or your childôs 
teacher. We will be available to answer your questions in the first week back in Term 1.   

 
SUNSMART 

Term 4 is a sun smart term and students are expected to wear their hats outside at all time during this period. 

Students will be reminded to wear their hats when they go out to play at playtime and lunchtime and whenever they 
are involved in P.E. lessons or sport outside. Students without hats will be directed to play under the covered area of 

the music room veranda. 
  

CYBER SAFETY 

With the holidays coming up, I thought that it was timely to remind everyone of the appropriate use of computers 
and the internet. Children will have greater access and time to spend on their computers over the next 2 weeks so it 

is important that parents are aware of how their children are using the computer.  
 

At school we have excellent filters in place both through the Education Department and via our own service 

provider. We often discuss the correct use of computers and the rules for student use of computers and the network 
at our school. It is important that parents do the same and ensure that their children are safe when using the 

computer. The Federal Government has an information web site about this issue at www.netalert.com.au . 
 

Some suggestions to help your child stay safe are: 
 

¶ Computers should be in a common area and not in the bedroom. They should be placed in a position where 

parents can see what their children are accessing 
¶ Children should be supervised whenever they are accessing the internet or email. Parents need to know what 

their children are accessing and viewing. They should know who they are corresponding with and what is being 
said on the computer 

¶ Children need to be advised that they should exit any site that makes them feel uncomfortable or worried.  
¶ Develop the relationship of trust and make sure that your child knows that they will not get in trouble if they 

make you aware of what they have accessed 
¶ The internet can be a fun family activity ï check out the good sites with your children. Parents should learn about 

the internet with their children. Get them to share their knowledge with you in a fun and trusting environment  
¶ Install filters and other monitoring software to minimise dangers. Be aware that filters will not work for all sites 

so you need to be aware of the sites your children are accessing 
¶ Set your own house rules on what sites they can access and what they can share with others on public websites. 

Stress that there should be absolutely no exchange of personal information 
¶ Social networking profiles such as MySpace, MSN & Facebook must be set to private 
¶ Parents should realise that children quickly learn tricks to mask what they are viewing. The can quickly close or 

minimise websites so constantly monitor what they are accessing 
¶ Teach children that not all information accessed on the Internet is accurate, correct or reliable  
¶ Do not let children ñgoogleò aimlessly without supervision 
 
MUSIC PERFORMANCE 

On Tuesday Sarah Childs our Music Teacher took the Vocal Ensemble and a Year 6 Instrumental Music Group to a 
Music Festival held at Trinity Church in Doncaster Road. As well as giving our students an opportunity to perform it 

also allowed them to see performances from other schools. The Vocal Ensemble sang two songs óNon Novis 
Domineô, and óHine e Hineô which is a Maori lullaby. The Instrumental Music Group performed óIko Ikoô which was 

later described as a fun and energetic performance.
