SELECTION OF A NEW PRINCIPAL  

Clearly Principals exercise a 

significant influence on the 
effectiveness of their school and the 

achievements of their students. 
Rigorous, transparent and well 

defined selection processes are 

crucial for building and sustaining 
successful schools.  

 
 

Selecting the right candidates to 
leadership positions has a significant 

impact on school performance. An 

effective principal selection process 
ensures that potential applicants are 

encouraged to apply for vacant 
positions. 

 
So where to from here? The Principal 

Selection Process is guided by our 

Regional Network Leader Jeremy 
Beard. A Selection Panel made up of 

the School Council President, a staff 
representative, a parent 

representative from School Council, 

the Regional Network Leader and a 
substantive Principal has been 

established. An Executive Officer has 
also been appointed. The position 

has been advertised on the DEECD 
website. After the closing date for 

applications, the applications are 

read by the Panel and suitable 
applicants are short listed. Then 

there are interviews for likely 
candidates, references are checked 

and finally a selection is made. This 

process is quite lengthy and it will be 
late October/early November before 

the successful applicant is named.  
 

Selection Panels are supported by 

comprehensive training in the roles 
and accountabilities of Principals, the 

actual selection process, principles of 
merit based selection, anti-

discrimination legislation, developing 
behavioural questions for the 

interviews and the identification and 

use of appropriate additional 
selection tools. 

 
All members of the panel sign an 

agreement to maintain confidentiality 

about the process. Please do not ask 
any panel members questions about 

the process as it is important that we 
do not invalidate the process in any 

way. 
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ENROLMENTS FOR 2010  

Letters of offer have been sent out 
to all families who have put in an 

enrolment form for a Prep position 
in 2010. It is important that the 

reply slips are returned to the 

school office by the due date so 
that we can offer any available 

places to those families outside of 
our enrolment zone. This assists us 

to start our planning for 2010.  
 

BUILDING WORKS  

As already stated in last weekôs 
newsletter, our new two storeyed 

building has been approved. The 
Facilities Committee met with the 

architect this week to find out more 

about the timeline. The plans will 
go out to tender in a couple of 

weeks and that means that in 
about 6 weeks time when the 

builder has been appointed, they 
will be ready to start. It will 

probably be towards the end of 

October before we see anything 
happening at our school. As part of 

the National School Pride Program 
we have been gathering quotes for 

the refurbishment of the toilets, the 

grassing of the oval and the 
gathering and storing of 

stormwater.  
 

SUSTAINABILITY  

The National Solar Schools 
Program, which financed the solar 

panels, has been continuing to 
make progress. We have had an 

electrician in the school replacing 
the fluorescent tubes in the main 

building with more energy efficient 

ones and de-lamping according to 
the plan compiled by the 

Sustainability Committee. The last 
part of the project is the installation 

of specially designed tanks at the 

northern end of the main building. 
The water gathered will be used to 

flush the toilets.
