BUILDING THE EDUCATION 
REVOLUTION  

As part of the Federal Governmentôs 
Stimulus Package all Primary Schools 

across Australia have had access to 
this initiative. Chatham Primary 

School did not choose to construct 

new buildings from a template and 
chose to use our own design, with 

our own architect to minimise the 
loss of valuable playground space. As 

you may be aware, The Federal 

Minister for Education, the Deputy 
Prime Minister, Julia Gillard recently 

made the announcement of funding 
for the final round of this initiative. 

Our school was part of this 
announcement and our plans will be 

soon sent to tender with the hope of 

our proposed project coming in under 
the allocated $2.3 million.  

As already stated in previous 
newsletters, this new construction 

will be a double storey building built 

on the site of the current Prep 
classrooms. It is hoped that this new 

construction will provide us with 8 
new learning spaces with adjoining 

outside areas that will enable us to 
say goodbye to our current 

portables.  

 
The timeline states that builders 

should be on site by the end of 
September/early October. This work 

will certainly mean some disruption 

for classes and specialist programs 
for the rest of the year. Through all 

of this disruption it is important to 
keep in the forefront of our minds 

the end result ï 8 new wonderful 
learning environments. This is 

something that I never ever expected 

to see happen at Chatham, I thought 
that the portables were here to stay. 

We have had a great deal of money 
spent on the school over the last 8 or 

9 years so these works will certainly 

be a wonderful way to finish off the 
school completely.

TRAFFIC ISSUES  

We are still experiencing many traffic issues around the school, particularly in Banool Road. One dangerous activity 

seems to be becoming more prevalent. I observed more cars stopping in the middle of the road, opening their 
passenger doors and directing their child to enter the roadway to get into the car. This is very dangerous and also 

holds up all the traffic waiting behind. I believe this is becoming more common because we have many parents who 
park and leave their cars in the short term parking to enter the school grounds to collect their child or find a spot 

close to school in short term parking and sit in their car and wait, and wait and wait. Please remember that these 

short term parking bays are designed for cars to drive in for a quick drop off or pick up ï not for long term parking.  
 

Most cars are trying to continue down Banool Road to exit into Whitehorse Road, but occasionally we still have cars 
who do u-turns or turn into neighbourôs driveways. Please remember to obey all parking signs, remember your road 

rules and always think of the safety of your own children as well as all of our students using the footpaths and roads 

around our school. 
 

CROSSING AWARENESS 
In line with parent road safety we also need to remind our children of their road safety awareness when walking to 

and from school. One of the areas is the safe use of the school crossing, especially when the crossing supervisor is 
not in attendance. Children need to obey her directions at all times but when she is not there they should be really 

aware of cars on the road, stop at the kerb, look both ways and only cross the road when it is safe to do so and 

walk between the 2 white lines.  
 

LEGACY WEEK 
The Junior School Council will be selling badges this week as part of Legacy Week. Legacy cares for 22,500 widows 

and 380 children and disabled dependants providing services such as advocacy and counselling, home maintenance, 

widowôs clubs and activities, childrenôs and disabled dependants activities and annual holiday camps. Legacy is not 
government funded and relies on the generosity of the community for financial support.
