SLAPPED CHECK INFECTION
We have had an instance reported this week of a chi|ld
Slapped Cheek infection is a mild, selflimiting infection that occurs mainly among young children, with the
majority of cases occurring in Winter and Spring. Most cases experience no symptoms at all. In children the
infection causes a mild illness with little or no fever but a striking redness of the cheeks (hence 'slapped cheek
disease'). This may be accompanied by a lacy looking rash that fades within a week but can re-occur over several
weeks on exposure to heat or sunlight. Adults often do not have a rash but may have cold -type symptoms and/or
painful or swollen joints over two to three days.
